In addition, all “A” membédding a valid Military Service Card sh
maintain their continuous good standing and emtiéiet to all “A” members’ benefits provids
by the Pension Benefit Fund.”

Some basic rules are, any member requesting aalilard must provide the Local Union with a copyis/her
military orders. Such member must be ordered ttopa the duty as opposed to volunteering, andpirgod of
duty must be at least 90 days or more. The memhbst also provide the Local Union with a copy af/her dis
charge papers (form DD214) within 60 days of redefasm the military, and the member must not haenterec
or reenlisted in the military since his/her lastitdry Card was issued(Please refer to Article Xll, Section 10,
the IBEW Constitution for further details.)

If you will be going out on military leave and wish preserve your rights as an IBEW member, pleafiehe
Union Office (941-7761 or 1-800-994-4239) to requesapplication for a Military Service Card.
